Candles are available for a free will offering in the vestibule of the church on the 
right.  The smaller tall thin candles can be placed on the left side in front of the 
portrait of our Lord or in the church on the right side of the Altar.  The larger 
candles will be taken up and placed on the right side of the Altar in the church. 
 
Entrance into church 
The center entrance into the church is open to admittance before the service 
begins.  Once the service begins, please enter the church from the two side 
entrances from the Vestibule.

The service will include prayers of petition and intercession, appropriate hymns 
and scripture readings and the anointing of the sick at the end.
